I. CALL TO ORDER 

William Green, Chair, called the meeting to order at 9:30 am. Committee members, 
Cal OES staff, and audience members introduced themselves. 




II. MEETING MINUTES

III. CAL OES ANNOUNCEMENTS 

a. Sonia Banales, Chief of the Victim Services and Public Safety Branch, provided updates regarding the increase in Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) fund, Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) fund, and State funds.
 
Ms. Banales informed committee members that Cal OES has hired 8 out of 10 staff to process the incoming applications for new programs. With the additional increase in VOCA, there are more programs in the works. VOCA and VAWA Steering Committees will be held in August 2016. Additionally, there will be an increase in State funds with 14 million going towards homeless youth, 10 million towards human trafficking advocates, and 50 million towards community service infrastructure. 

b. Janine Williams, Chief of the Sexual Assault Unit, provided information on staff changes within the Victim Services and Public Safety Branch. Additionally, Ms. Williams discussed the movement of programs to different Units. Ms. Banales added that the programs may be redistributed again.

IV. THE COMMISSION ON THE STATUS OF WOMEN AND GIRLS ANNOUNCEMENTS

Alisha Wilkins, Commissioner, provided a brief overview of the history of the Commission on the Status of Women and Girls. For two years they did not have an Executive Director, but now Nancy Kirshner-Rodriguez has accepted the position. Seventeen members are on the board and they hope to have their budget approved. Moving forward they would like to focus on expanding collaborations with the SAC and Cal OES. 

V. CHILDREN’S PROGRAM UPDATES

Leigh Bills, Victim Service Division Chief, requested feedback from members regarding going competitive with the Child Sexual Abuse Program, which has not gone competitive since 2008. Anthony Urquiza, Committee Member, due to conflict of interest stepped out of the room to allow Committee Members to discuss the topic. 
Concerns were raised about having the program go competitive, but pressures to go competitive were also acknowledged. 

A motion was made for the SAC to recommend to Cal OES to not go competitive with the Child Sexual Abuse Program.

VI. RAPE CRISIS (RC) PROGRAM UPDATES

a. New Training Topics for 40-hour Training Curriculum: Ms. Williams discussed that the last time the training curriculum was updated was in 2005. CALCASA has offered to convene a work group and then have Cal OES review what the work group created. Ms. Henriquez expanded on how emerging trends such as working with incarcerated individuals, college campuses and males will be included in the training curriculum. Ms. Henriquez will come back to the SAC with updates in the fall of 2016.

b. Program Changes: Ms. Williams informed the SAC that the Legal Training Program has been moved from the Sexual Assault Unit to the Victim Witness Unit.

c. Request for Proposal Update: Ms. Williams shared that the Victim with Disabilities Program and applications have been given over to the Human Trafficking Unit. The Sexual Assault Response Team Request for Proposals (RFP) is currently being reviewed by the Sexual Assault Unit staff. The start date for this program will be July 1, 2016. This RFP will also be re-released in order to fund 8 additional rape crisis centers.

d. The Rape Crisis (RC) Program Request for Application (RFA) is set to be released in the next week or two. This year the RC RFA will be released with the funding chart.



VII. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES FOR THE SAC	
						
Goals and Objectives: SAC Committee Members reviewed each goal and objective. Committee Members suggested removing “juvenile prostitution” and adding different areas for prosecutor training in goal 1. In goal 4 remove “child sexual exploitation” since it was stated twice. Goal 5 should include “mandated” in regards to training judges and goal 6 should include telemedicine. Ms. Williams stated that she would make the changes to the Goals and Objectives and bring them to the next SAC meeting for the Committee Members to vote on.

IX. CALIFORNIA COALITION AGAINST SEXUAL ASSAULT  UPDATES

Ms. Henriquez reported that their Statewide Leadership Conference is scheduled for June 21-22, 2016 and the theme is “Transformative Conversations to End Sexual Violence”. 

The topics of marginalized groups, working with offenders and campus sexual assault are expected to generate a lively discussion. Ms. Henriquez also mentioned that CALCASA has attempted to create new revenue for Sexual Assault and Domestic Violence. 

The California Victim Services fund also known as the tax check off, in the first year $223,000 was raised and this year $250,000 needs to be raised to stay on the form.

Additionally, CALCASA has been busy adding new staff and working on their Core Competencies.
