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PROGRAM OVERVIEW 
 
The Law Enforcement Specialized Unit Program assists law enforcement agencies in 
California to enhance or create specialized units to focus on the handling of violent 
crimes against adult women, including sexual assault, domestic violence, and stalking.  
 
The funding supports enhanced investigation by specially trained officers, immediate 
victim advocacy, and agency-wide training for law enforcement officers.  Thorough 
investigation leads to successful prosecution of cases, immediate victim advocacy 
provides victims with the support and resources to help disrupt the cycle of violence, 
and training assists departments in providing a consistent, effective, and compassionate 
response to victims of intimate partner or sexually violent crime.
